ORDER:

The matter relates to implementation of
judgment of this Court reported as Muhammad
Azeem Dutt vs. Raja Khadim Hussain & others
[2017 SCR 577] regarding the illegal allotment of
plots. In the light of judgment of this Court a high-
level Commission of Inquiry was constituted, who in

its report made following recommendations:-
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Today, Mr. Muhammad Jamil Chaudhary,
Advocate, appeared and stated that in the light of
recommendations of the Committee there are two
categories of the plots. First category contains 1696
plots, however, as the there are minor types of
encroachments, hence, these plots can be
regularized without charging any fee. The second
category contains 545 plots and further sub-divided
into two categories. Out of these 545 plots, 343
plots are still vacant which can be restored for
original purpose, whereas, on 202 plots the
complete construction has been made, hence, it is
appropriate to regularize these plots in the public
interest. In this regard, we deem it necessary to
direct that the process of regularization of the plots
will be completed by the Chairman Mirpur
Development Authority within a period of two

weeks. In order to make the process of



regularization fair and transparent, the District and
Sessions Judge, Mirpur and President Central Bar
Association, Mirpur are nominated to supervise the
same. After completion of the process of
regularization within the stipulated period the
Chairman Mirpur Development Authority shall
submit a report before the District and Sessions
Judge, Mirpur who after scrutiny of record shall
submit its report before the Court through
Additional Registrar, Mirpur within a further period
of one week. It is also clarified that while
regularizing the plots the entitlement of the
allottees shall be duly considered. If any allotment
beyond the entitlement is found the same shall be

deemed cancelled.

Mr. Zulfigar Raja, Advocate, also pointed
at that persons who were aggrieved from the acts
of Mirpur Development Authority have filed some
applications, however, the copies of same are not
being provided. The concerned are directed to
provide the requisite copies applied for without any

delay.

A query was also made to the Advocate-
General regarding the fate of the inquiry against
the persons whose liability regarding the alleged
lapses has been fixed by the Commissioner, Mirpur;
he submitted that in compliance of direction of this

Court the matter is under process and three



persons have been suspended and the process for
their removal from service, according to law, is
being conducted. It is observed that the
proceedings against the delinquent officers shall be
dealt with strictly in accordance with law and
outcome of the proceedings shall be apprised to this
Court through Advocate-General. The matter is

relisted for at Mirpur.
